Jill Jensen
Linden - Service
Jill Jensen’s main goal is to make a smooth transition 
from the retirement of her first service partner of nine 
years, Yankee, to her new successor dog, Linden. Linden 
is a male yellow Labrador Retriever raised by Marion and 
Tim Taylor of Lenexa, Kansas. Jill knows a successful 
bond with her new partner is extremely important. She 
and Linden will consistently work on daily living and 
skill task commands.

Jill has MS and it has progressed to the point where she 
uses a power chair all the time. The power chair helps 
reserve much of her energy, both at home and out in 
the community. Linden will allow Jill to save even more 
of strength and energy by picking up items she has 
dropped, opening drawers and doors, tugging various 
items and bracing. This independence will allow Jill to 
stay at home without having to have hired help.   

Jill chose KSDS because she had such a positive 
experience with her first partner, Yankee. In 2001, she 
first learned of KSDS at the Scottish Irish Festival in 
Estes Park, Colorado. Hosting an educational booth for 
KSDS were puppy raisers Brent and Marcia Boring and 
KSDS graduate, Pam Soderholm and her partner at the 
time, Doppler. They were so friendly and informative 
Jill wanted to get a service dog from KSDS. Jill believes 
KSDS is top notch in every aspect and they fully prepare 
individuals in the use of their partners and support the 
teams throughout their lives. In the nine years Jill had 
her partner, Yankee; KSDS has implemented many new 
programs to further assist graduates and their partners. 
KSDS staff, volunteers, puppy raisers and graduates are a 
second family to Jill. Jill says everyone at KSDS CARES:  
Committed, Awesome, Respectful, Enthusiastic and 
Supportive.

Jill is from Cheyenne, Wyoming, a community of 
around 70,000 only 90 minutes from Denver, Colorado. 
Cheyenne is famous for Cheyenne Frontier Days, the 
largest outdoor rodeo in the world…the ‘Daddy of 
‘em All’! She and her husband, Bob, enjoy traveling as 
well. Strangers often remarked how well behaved her 
first partner, Yankee, was and ask where she got him. 
She expects Linden to continue to be a good KSDS 
Ambassador.

Jill likes that Linden is inquisitive. He is alert to Jill 
and her surroundings, paying close attention to her 
needs. With a grin, she admits they are both a bit 
stubborn. With Linden, Jill hopes to continue to give 
hope, inspiration and encouragement to others. “I 
have observed that my partner eases the stigma of an 
individual who uses a wheelchair,” says Jill. “We break 
down unseen barriers that come between the public and 
those with disabilities.”

Abby Murray
Juniper - Service
Abby Murray returned to KSDS for her successor 
dog, Juniper.  Juniper, raised by Bobbie Brown, is 
Abby’s third dog from KSDS. She received her  first 
dog, Rivers, in 1996. Blue Bunny (BeBe) became 
Abby’s partner in 2004, when Rivers retired. Now 
it is time for Juniper to step in.  Abby first came to 
KSDS because it was closer than any other service 
dog provider she had checked into. Abby is very 
impressed with the Washington community and 
feels the town is very supportive of KSDS.  

Since she is a previous service dog user, Abby 
already knows about the help and support her 
dog can provide. Abby and her husband, Don, 
previously lived in Colorado Spring, Colorado, 
but have resided in Nickerson, Kansas for the 
past twelve years. Nickerson is only ten miles 
from Hutchinson, Kansas, which is where she 
goes for shopping and medical services. Abby says 
Hutchinson is known for the Cosmosphere and the 
Salt Museum.  

Abby feels the general public sees the dog, rather 
than her wheelchair, and more readily accepts her. 
“It takes me longer to grocery shop because people 
want to know about the dog. We enjoy these times, 
answer questions and share information about 
KSDS and what their teamwork can accomplish.  
People are always surprised what the dog can do 
for me,” she adds.

Abby has been very active with her previous service 
dogs and will continue being active with Juniper. 
“I really expect a lot from my service dog,” says 
Abby, “and I have not been disappointed.” Abby 
cannot reach the floor from her wheelchair but her 
dog retrieves the things she drops. When she leaves 
the house by herself, her dog can shut the door by 
pulling on a tug fastened to the door knob and  
helping with the laundry by retrieving items from 
the dryer are just a couple of examples of daily tasks 
many of us take for granted. Juniper will step in 
and assist with these tasks. “Not only are the dogs a 
good helpmate, but they are  great companions and 
provide confidence as well,” says Abby.

Shelly Shetley
Jewell - Service
Shelly Shetley returned to KSDS to receive her 
successor dog, Jewell, a female black Labrador 
Retriever from the Kansas Counties litter raised 
by Heather Entrekin and Peter Stover. Shelly says 
her retired KSDS Service Dog, Boo, gave her the 
confidence to become more active in the Kansas 
City community and she is sure Jewell will too. She 
anticipates being just as active with Jewell at her 
side as she has been with Boo. Shelly says she and 
Jewell are a good team because they are both easy 
going, but can both be a bit headstrong as well.  

Boo accompanied Shelly to Jefferson City on 
several occasions to testify before Representatives 
and Senate committees. Boo has also given her 
the confidence to fly. “Without Boo,” says Shelly, 
“I would have never flown to Washington, D.C. 
or San Diego, California.” Now is it Jewell’s turn 
to step in and assist and she expects just as much 
out of her partnership with Jewell. Shelly recently 
graduated from the University of Kansas with 
a MSW degree. It is her dream to advocate for 
persons with disabilities. Her goal is to start her 
own not-for-profit agency in order to go out into 
the community to provide awareness to the public 
regarding assistance dogs and the individuals they 
are partnered with and she is well on her way with 
the start of Angel Paws, Inc. Jewell will accompany 
Shelly and assist her with presentations that will 
provide awareness to the community at large 
and business persons, as well as their employees. 
She would like to become more active in her 
community with the boards of Commissions, as 
well as continuing to be a good ambassador for 
KSDS. Shelly says, “While my disability may slow 
me down a little as far as my energy level and my 
mobility, I do not let my disability stop me.”  

Shelly has lived in Kansas City, Missouri for 12 
years. There is always something to do and it’s great 
there is such a vibrant KSDS community in the 
Kansas City area to keep things exciting.

Shelly says the program at KSDS is phenomenal.  
The staff is wonderful, very knowledgeable about 
training dogs and are very skilled at what they do. 
The training class is hard work as well as exhausting, 
but is well worth every minute!

Aliesha Daniels 
Cypress - Social
Aliesha Daniels and social dog, Cypress, raised 
by Steven Vopalka from Center Point, Iowa, 
work in a very diverse elementary school in 
Manhattan, Kansas. As a Special Education 
Teacher, Aliesha’s goal for Cypress is to become 
a useful tool in helping students with emotional 
and behavioral problems. “I want him to be a 
safe and positive role model for my students 
and make a positive impact on the students at 
my school by being a non-judgmental figure for 
them to trust,” says Aliesha. Aliesha describes 
their team as ‘laid back’. “We try not to get 
worked up and too excited when things are not 
going just so. Cypress is a very devoted and loyal 
partner and we try to show that when working 
with the students.”

Cypress is a great addition to the staff at the 
school and has become a great incentive for the 
students. He likes to give kisses when the kids 
are excited to see him. Cypress has been working 
mainly with students that have emotional and 
behavioral needs. He spends most of his time 
working the room and saying ‘hi’, as well as 
retrieving any pencil or eraser that may have 
fallen on the floor. Aliesha and Cypress have 
been working on obedience and Aliesha uses his 
positive classroom behavior as an example and 
role model for her students. Cypress has other 
school duties as well. He attends recess with 
several different grade levels, saying “Hi, I am 
happy to see you today!” He also enjoys all the 
attention the children give him. All the students 
and staff are very excited to have Cypress at 
school and enjoy spending time with him.

Aliesha shares, “Working with the staff and 
dogs at KSDS was a wonderful experience. I 
felt I learned so much from working with my 
dog and the staff. The training helped me feel 
more confident in my skills and will help me 
continue to build my Social Dog team. KSDS 
and the Social Service dog program is wonderful 
and I would recommend it to anyone who could 
benefit from the program.”

Kim Gasiorowski 
Sassafrass - social
Kim Gasiorowski and Sassafrass, aka Sassy, raised 
by Letha Nelson, work at Horizon Elementary in 
Shawnee, Kansas. As an elementary school counselor, 
Kim’s main goal for Sassy is to work in sync with her 
as a counseling team in helping students in a variety 
of ways. Kim hoped Sassy would be a motivator 
for students striving to meet their own goals and 
within the first two weeks Sassy was successful! One 
student, reluctant to come to school on Monday 
mornings, now eagerly arrives to brush Sassy and 
get her ready for the day. She is also helping another 
young student reach some academic goals. Sassy has 
also helped students be more comfortable coming to 
the counselor’s office. The school staff adores her and 
they often stop by just to brighten their day.

Sassy and Kim have several things in common. 
They both love children and enjoy walking down 
the hall seeing students and teachers, getting smiles 
wherever they go.  Kim and Sassy love to cuddle and 
they both love to show the students how much they 
care. Kim gives the hugs, and Sassy gives the kisses. 
At home, their favorite game is fetch and Kim never 
knows who will grow tired first! Sassy loves to carry 
her squeaky toys around the house making squeaky 
noises to find someone who will play. They enjoy 
evening walks and hanging out with Kim’s daughters 
and sometimes Sassy is just what the girls need after 
a tough day at middle school and high school.

Willow, from the tree 
litter, was raised by Lisa Beck, of Lawrence, 
Kansas. Willow Tree Handy (Willow for short) 
is a female Yellow Labrador Retriever and in 
Carrie’s eyes, she is the most social and loving 
dog in the world!
  
Carrie says she and Willow are a perfect match. 
Willow is completely loyal and is a strong 
leader (in dog terms) which is very similar to 
Carrie’s personality. Carrie has two main goals 
for Willow. The first is to deescalate student 
emotions in difficult situations.  The second is 
to implement Willow to assist with behavior 
disorder students.  

A “working” day for Willow usually consists 
of greeting students during morning arrival 
and sometimes escorting specific students to 
class.  If there are students with high anxiety, 
she helps calm them immediately. Throughout 
the day Willow can be seen visiting classrooms 
while Carrie does observations. Sometimes she 
participates in reading groups. Willow also 
helps calm many students with behavior issues 
during the school day and is able to intervene 
before they become escalated. Many students 
within the building also work to earn rewards 
of spending time with Willow. She loves to be 
able to bond with a child while playing ball or 
frisbee in the gymnasium. At the end of the day, 
Willow really likes to help with dismissal to send 
students home on a positive note!  

“Having a social dog in our building has been 
the most rewarding experience for everyone!” 
says Carrie. “I loved the KSDS experience and 
couldn’t imagine my job or my life without 
Willow.”
